6.         Commissioner Liddell’s Reports:
            Financial Report …..With the loss of Hosting fees and gradual increase in Conference expenses - Income $41,025 vs Expenses $44,690 has created a negative of $3665 yearly. This negative has been offset by using conference reserves which were healthy for several years. The Executive committee will need to address this for next year’s budget.  Potential increase would be approximately $500/$1000 per college (current dues are $3800/campus).   Commissioner noted the drop in expense for the Conference Insurance policy from $1500 to $740 due to the drop in General Liability coverage.  The policy now covers only Directors and Officers (DO). 
            Decorum Report Presented: Concern over 1st decorum violations in soccer.
            Appeals Report Presented: No comment
            Self-Report Presented: No comment
            Hosting Report Presented: Marin/Merritt M/W track/field; FCC/Reedley/West Hills MGolf leaving Big 8.  Concern over Shasta College Tennis coming and going in Conference.  Possible letter of concern coming from Tennis coaches.
           Other Commissioner Comments
            Beach Volleyball - currently only Sierra College has committed to playing Beach Volleyball.  AD Lucas Moosman gave a brief overview how the program is working at Sierra College. Numerous other Big 8 Colleges are interested in competing in 2017-18.  No more further action at this time.
Encouraged game managers and athletic directors to use the Big 8 website when reporting Decorum Violations.
Form 3 reporting errors.  Commissioner encouraged AD’s to have a plan in place to confirm FORM 3’s are accurate before submitting for initial and final verification.  Once a student athlete slips through the system as not reported or inaccurate, it is problematic and can bring sanctions. Any change request of a Form 3 involves CEO Carlyle Carter.
Medical appeals are now under a new 30% interpretation; this could be problematic for those athletes transferring to a Division II college which only allows 20% of games played for appeal to be granted.  Athletes need to be counseled on this change.
The CCCAA has a new Forms Manager Site; it is an upgrade from the old system.
CCCAA Conference Commissioner’s compensation is under review; a report will be out later this year.

There will be no President/AD’s meeting this fall.  Commissioner Liddell polled the presidents; they want to continue to meet twice a year but the meetings should be scheduled months in advance.  The next Presidents AD meeting will be in March 2017.

Constitutional Report – Jeannie Calmar reviewed editorial corrections to the Big 8 Constitution.  The updated version will be posted on the Big 8 Conference Presto website. Recommended the Constitution Committee review conference awards section sport by sport due to addition of FLC in conference.   Various conference committees/administrative sport reps and coaching sport chairs were adjusted and will be listed in the Big 8 Constitution.  Several coaching sport chairs are vacant.

Sports Information and Presto Web Report… SID Dave Silverstein gave a report on the Presto Big 8 Conference website.  Also requested AD’s/coaches to send him pictures and news stories of interest on conference athletes that he can post on the site.  Reminded administrative reps send him their supplements, schedules and EOY’s.  Commented the website looks good and conference is in compliance with Bylaw 4.3.3.  Water Polo now must comply with Bylaw 4.3.3 or suffer sanctions.  Dave will monitor.
